• The Drysdale Leopold Pony Club and its committee of management 
will not be held responsible for any injuries which may be suffered by 
any person or persons, or horse or horses, nor any damage to 
property sustained while participating or attending any function, event, 
or meeting within the club grounds.

lunch, and re-commence at approximately 1pm. 
• Competitors are welcome to compete in both Show Hunter and Open
