Whatis SuperCross?

SuperCross is like doing horse trials without dressage.

Rules are covered in the current PCAV horse trials booklet available
from the PCAV website.

An optimum time is allocated for the cross country phase. A rider’s
cross country time is measured against the optimum time with
points allocated accordingly. Penalties are applied to riders who
waste time close to the finish line.

Riders should aim for the least amount of penalties and closest to the
optimum cross country time.

All participants must walk the cross country course prior to riding it.
Competitors must enter in their horse trials grade.

A fall in the show jumping or cross country phase equals elimination.

Vet check is compulsory at the finish of the cross country phase.
